At the end of next month almost all directors & executive of RAC will be flying to 
Ottawa for a 40 hour planning session, to rebrand RAC and to determine the services 
RAC needs to provide.  I will report back on the result of this in the November 
newsletter. 

 The monthly meeting of the Regional Directors was held on September 16th.    Major 
items of discussion were the preparation for the face to face Board meeting in Ottawa 
where the future of RAC will be decided.  This will be a Strategic planning session.  Our 
financial results to August 31, 2010 were reviewed.  An update on the proposed 
frequencies for the 60m band was reviewed with the consent to ask IC where we are on 
this proposal.  The usage of our 2 meter band by non- amateurs was also discussed and 
RAC will be sending a letter to IC that we object to any commercial use of the 2 meter 
band by anyone other than Amateurs and that we want to be consulted well in advance of 
any use of the 70cm band by outside parties wanting to use it as a tertiary users.
